The Fifth Annual Manchester Wesley Research Centre Lecture—5pm, Friday June 19th, 2009, J.B. Maclagan Chapel, Nazarene Theological College. 

This lecture is an attempt to reinterpret the Calvinist-Arminian controversies in terms of the changing social space for debate in the eighteenth century.  Hindmarsh offers an alternative to viewing the movement through geometric characterizations by analyzing early evangelicalism as a school, in the way that art historians speak of artistic schools. The lecture experiments with interdisciplinary criticism by looking back at evangelical religion from the point of view of an art historian.
