The motif of Pentecost has been linked with that of Spirit baptism, suggesting divine redemptive transformation of humanity in fulfillment of its mission in the economy of God. That transformation has been envisioned in diverse ways among those historical figures and movements whose expectations have focused upon new manifestations of the biblical motif of Pentecost. Special focus will be given to the renewal of Pentecost in the era of Pietism and early Methodism. The concern is to document and reflect upon the manner in which such manifestations have, in varying ways, made common use of the motif of Pentecost. In addition to its publication in the Pietist and Wesleyan Studies Series, this project will potentially provide the basis for a consultation sponsored by the Center for the Study of World Christian Revitalization Movements.
