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Our History 

The MWRC was formally inaugurated in June 2003 at a service held at Nazarene Theological College as the concluding event of the major international conference, ‘John Wesley, Life, Legend & Legacy’ hosted by The University of Manchester.     

Our Purpose

The Centre exists to promote and support research on the life and work of John and Charles Wesley, their contemporaries in the 18th century Evangelical Revival, their historical and theological antecedents, their successors in the Wesleyan tradition, and contemporary scholarship in the Wesleyan and Evangelical tradition including biblical studies.  The MWRC is a collaborative partnership, drawing together a range of distinguished institutions: Asbury Theological Seminary; Cliff College; the John Rylands Library; Nazarene Theological College; Nazarene Theological Seminary; Point Loma Nazarene University; and Religions and Theology at The University of Manchester.  Each partner is already actively engaged in research in this field, and the object of the collaboration is to develop a centre for research with a national and international profile.  Scholarly interaction is promoted by the Centre’s annual sponsorship of one or more visiting research fellows for an extended period of research in Manchester.  The Centre also hosts student-led research colloquiums and an annual lecture by a leading scholar in Wesley Studies.
The MWRC draws together a range of resources for researchers: the NTC library, the vast resource of the John Rylands University Library, including the Methodist Archives and Research Centre (MARC).  One of the strengths of the MWRC is its growing collection of Ph.D. theses and dissertations in Wesley Studies, which complem- 
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ents the extensive manuscript and printed collections of the MARC.  The Centre currently supports the research of thirty Ph.D. students at Nazarene Theological College and other partner institutions in the broad field of Wesley Studies.  

Events for 2009

The MWRC will sponsor two major scholarly events in 2009.  With the Oxford Centre for Methodism and Church History the MWRC will co-sponsor an international conference ‘Religion, Gender, Industry: Exploring Church and Methodism in a Local Setting’ in Madeley and Ironbridge, Shropshire.  This conference will examine the fascinating Madeley parish and its Vicar between 1760-1785, the Revd. John Fletcher along with the female ministry in the parish of his wife Mary and others.  The Madeley conference will be followed by the Fifth MWRC Annual Lecture in Manchester by Dr Bruce Hindmarsh, James M. Houston Professor of Spiritual Theology at Regent College, Vancouver, on early evangelical spirituality.
